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This matter is before me pursuant to S. C. Code Ann. 844-23-430 (Supp. 2006) for a
hearing on the issue of the juvenile’s competence to stand trial.

Pursuant to a previous Court order, the juvenile’s competence to stand trial has been evaluated.
Inareportdated( / / ), the examiners found that the juvenile is not currently
competent to stand trial and is unlikely to become competent in the foreseeable future. The report
was statutorily admitted into evidence pursuant to S.C. Code Ann.
